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NOTICE OF HEARING

Summary of the Proceeding and Factual Matters Asserted. On May 19, 2023, Atmos
Pipeline — Texas (““Atmos”), a division of Atmos Energy Corporation, filed with the Railroad
Commission of Texas (“Commission”) a statement of intent to change its Rate City Gate Service
(“CGS”) and Rate Pipeline Transportation (“PT”) rates, and related riders (the “SOI”). Atmos
filed its SOI pursuant to Gas Utility Regulatory Act (“GURA”) Chapter 104 (Rates and Services)
and Subchapter C (Rate Changes Proposed by Utility). In its SOI, Atmos proposes to change
rates for approximately 10 firm transportation customers and 68 interruptible transportation
customers, increasing Atmos’s annual revenues by approximately $119.4 million. Other related
relief requested includes that the Commission: make a favorable prudency determination for
certain investments made through interim adjustment filings and for other capital investments;
make a favorable public interest determination for two asset acquisitions made by Atmos in
2016; and approve recovery of all reasonable rate case expenses associated with this docket.

On June 29, 2023, the presiding Administrative Law Judge severed the consideration of
rate case expenses into a separate docket, OS-23-00014431, to be adjudicated separately and on a
different procedural track from this docket.

Intervening Parties. Several parties have intervened in this docket, including Staff of the
Railroad Commission (“Commission Staff””), Atmos Cities Steering Committee (“ACSC”),
Atmos Texas Municipalities (“ATM”), City of Dallas, CoServ Gas, Ltd. (“CoServ”), Texas
Industrial Energy Consumers (“TIEC”), and Nucor Steel — Texas (“Nucor”).

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN THAT a public hearing will be held, at the time and
place set out below, to consider all issues of fact and law raised in—or relevant to—Atmos’s
requested relief.

Legal Authority and Jurisdiction. The Commission has exclusive original jurisdiction
over Atmos and the matters at issue in this proceeding pursuant to Title 3 (Gas Regulation) of the
Texas Utilities Code, including Sections 102.001 (Railroad Commission Jurisdiction), 104.001
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(Authorization to Establish and Regulate Rates), and/or 121.151 (Railroad Commission
Regulation of Gas Pipelines).

The presiding Administrative Law Judge shall conduct the hearing pursuant to the
requirements of Chapter 2001 (Administrative Procedure) of the Texas Government Code and
pursuant to Title 16, Part 1 (Railroad Commission of Texas), of the Texas Administrative Code.

Particular Statutes and Rules Involved. The statutes and rules applicable to this
proceeding may include the following:

1. Title 3 (Gas Regulation) of the Texas Utilities Code, including Chapters 101
(General Provisions and Office of Public Utility Counsel), 102 (Jurisdiction
and Powers of Railroad Commission and Other Regulatory Authorities), 103
(Jurisdiction and Powers of Municipality), 104 (Rates and Services), and/or
121 (Gas Pipelines);

2. Title 16, Part 1 (Railroad Commission of Texas), of the Texas Administrative
Code, including Chapters 1 (Practice and Procedure) and 7 (Gas Services
Division); and

3. Chapter 2001 (Administrative Procedure) of the Texas Government Code.

Time, Place, and Nature of Hearing. 1T IS DIRECTED the hearing on the merits shall
commence at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, October 10, 2023, at the Commission’s offices in the
William B. Travis Building, 1701 North Congress Avenue, Austin, Texas, 121 floor. Please
check with Docket Services the morning of the hearing for the room location. If not concluded
on the day it commences, the hearing will be continued from day to day, as announced, until
concluded. All parties desiring to present sworn testimony, documentary and demonstrative
evidence, and argument regarding any issue of law or fact at the hearing shall appear in person or
by an attorney.
